Calls for service were steady throughout the shift.  At one point, an officer was taking a 

report of a theft that occurred at Home Depot.

Officers responded to the area and located a 



vehicle occupied by one of the involved, and a female and male nearby.  Upon contacting 

them, one male fled on foot while the female fled into a nearby store.
